Year 7s
Year 7 students are offered:

Human papillomavirus (HPV) vaccine: 1 dose
The HPV vaccine protects against the human 
papillomavirus (HPV).

Diphtheria-Tetanus-Pertussis (dTpa) 
vaccine: 1 dose
The dTpa vaccine protects 
against diphtheria, tetanus and whooping 
cough (pertussis).

Year 10s
Year 10 students are offered:

Meningococcal ACWY (Men ACWY) vaccine: 1 
dose.

The Men ACWY vaccine protects against 4 
strains of meningococcal disease.

You can also visit
your GP or Aboriginal Medical Service (the vaccine is free, but consultation fees may apply).
