• Attempted catch up plans are encouraged and 
checked as a priority

• MCDC also provides catch up education to practices

• WAPHA are working to encourage more practice 
nurses to get their immunisation certificate

• WAPHA are also running immunisation education 
sessions for practice nurses including on preparing 
catch up plans
